3) Cut two circles to fit each end of your tube. Stick one 
iiiicircle tightly to one end of the tube using sticky tape. 
iiiiMake sure there are no gaps.
4) Place two teaspoons of rice in the tube. Stick your 
iiiiother circle tightly to the open end of your tube. 
iiiiThis will keep the rice in.
5) Stick your decorated piece of paper around your tube.
